
Summary Narrative of Amendment 4 to the FFY 2023-2027 Transportation Improvement Program for the Northern Middlesex Region 
The following summarizes a draft amendment to Fiscal Year 2023 of the FFY 2023-2027 Northern Middlesex Transportation Improvement Program (TIP).  Amendment 4 involves 
several changes to existing LRTA projects, addition of new projects, as well as removal of a rehabilitation of a fixed route bus fueling station. These projects summarized below 
needs to be considered by the Northern Middlesex Metropolitan Planning Organization (NMMPO) to ensure that they are fully funded. The proposed amendment is summarized 
below:
